Two of these components, Tracking and Auditing use dates to archive, log and timestamp transactions.  VLS products use Microsoft Visual Basic date functions and use four-digit year notation or use Universal Coordinated Time (UCT) for timestamps and are therefore Year 2000 compliant as long as the underlying hardware and operating system and data base are complaint.

Two additional components that come in contact with dates are the DBHandler and the VRData control. These components come in contact with dates as a pass- through operation between the database and the application using these components. No manipulation or calculations are preformed on data from the database or the application.  These components place the responsibility for Year 2000 compliance on the database or the application using the component.

All other components do not manipulate or perform calculations on dates and are therefore Year 2000 compliant.
